The Berlin Philharmonic Orchestra was founded in 1882 as an independent, self-governing
musical association in which the musicians were shareholders — a sort of orchestral co-operative.
Over the following fifty years, the orchestra became world-renowned, and toured throughout
Europe. In 1933, with the Nazis’ rise to power, the Berlin Philharmonic, in grave financial difficulty,
was bought out by the Reich. The musicians became civil servants under direct authority of
Goebbels’ Reichsministerium fur Volksaufklarung and Propaganda. For the next twelve years, the
orchestra served as Nazi Germany’s flagship cultural ambassador, touring internationally both
before and during the Second World War, and performing at a plethora of public events from the
Nuremberg Rallies, to the opening of the 1936 Olympic Games, to Hitler's birthday.

There has always been a general assumption that Pius Xl (1922-1939) and Pius Xl (1939-1958)
failed to speak out against the crimes perpetrated by the Nazis and the extermination of the Jews
that took place throughout Europe.

The dramatic story of a German-Jewish family is told by means of more than 500 letters, which
survived the turmoil of the period. Outwardly, the Jahn family is broken up by the confusion
resulting from the tyranny of National Socialism, inwardly, however, the five children in the family
and their mother, Lilli, cling all the more closely to each other until Lilli dies in Auschwitz. The
correspondence between the children and their mother is a unique testimony of humanity.

The life of Lilli Jahn, a doctor, is a typical example of the history of German-Jewish relationships
in the first half of the 20th century.

Lilli Schltchterer, the daughter of an educated, middle-class Jewish family in Cologne, decides
against the wishes of her parents to marry Ernst Jahn, a doctor and a Protestant. The couple has
five children and lives peacefully in Immenhausen near Kassel until the political changes wrought
by the National Socialist rule also fundamentally affect the life of the Jahns.

The rift between the Germans and the Jews tears the family apart. Ernst Jahn divorces Lilli and
leaves her without any protection against the threat of persecution by the Nazis. Lilli Jahn is taken
to a labour camp and embarks on a long, intensive correspondence with her children, who now
have to look after themselves. It is almost a miracle that the letters survived. Lilli Jahn entrusted
them to one of the warders before she was deported to Auschwitz, and this woman gave them to
Lilli's children.

When Lilli's son Gerhard Jahn, who was Minister of Justice in Willy Brandt's cabinet, died in
1998, the family discovered the complete correspondence among his belongings. Martin Doerry,
Lilli Jahn’s grandson, has selected some of the letters and set them against historical background
infor-mation to produce a portrait of the life of Lilli Jahn.

‘I Paid Hitler was the title of an unauthorized bi  ography of Fritz Thyssen published in
1941. No doubt that statement was exaggerated, but in this book the famous economic
journalist Hans Otto Eglau looks at the question of how far the German industrialist of the
Rubhr first served and made use of Hitler and the Na  tional Socialists, and was then used by
them in his own turn.

Who was Fritz Thyssen? The powerful industrialist who brought Hitler to power and made the
Fuhrer dance for him like a puppet on a string? The insignificant son of that brilliant tycoon of the
steel industry August Thyssen?

finally his time in a psychiatric hospital and a concentration camp, held there as Hitler's most
prominent prisoner, and later interned again by the Allies after liberation.

Her husband entered the canon of history as the ‘executioner of Poland’: Maria Brigitte Frank was
married to Hans Frank, Hitler's Governor General of Poland. Niklas Frank, their son, has spent
years researching his mother’s life, and the result is a biography that is just as much an unsparing
settling of accounts as was the scandalous book he published about his father in 1987.

Maria Brigitte Frank, born in 1895, married Hans Frank in 1925. He was a talented lawyer who
attached himself to the Hitler ‘movement’, helped him out with legal matters, and was rewarded in
1933 with the post of Minister for Justice. In 1939, Frank was named Governor General of occupied
Poland. Brigitte, having achieved her aim, enjoys her social rise to ‘Queen of Poland’, and
unscrupulously becomes rich at the expense of the Poles and Jews in the ghetto of Kracow. Her
marriage was characterised by greed and hunger for power as well as by countless affairs and
intrigues. In 1946, Hans Frank was condemned to death at the Nuremberg Trials and was
executed. Brigitte Frank, likewise, just spent a short time in prison in 1947. The widow of the
‘Executioner of Poland’ died in poverty in Munich in 1959.

Frank has spent years analysing more than 3000 pages of his mother’s shorthand notes in order to
portray her life in narrative form. In addition, he quotes his father’'s written memoirs and recordings,
thus weaving the two lives together to form a hideous piece of German history that reflects
ambition, guilt — and their suppression.

These early memoirs of the great German journalist are the most significant find in
Haffner's literary estate, and published for the fi rst time by DVA in the year 2000.

January 1930 saw the opening of the head office of the NSDAP, the so-called “Brown House”, on
the Konigsplatz, or ‘King Square’, in Munich. It was from the heart of the Bavarian royal seat that
the up-and-coming party set to work to reach for power in the whole of Germany. Several more
offices of importance for NS bureaucracy were added after 1933. The Kdnigsplatz represents the
excessive megalomania and brutal aggressiveness of the NS regime as few other areas in
Germany.

Rainer Karlsch takes an entirely new look at the Th  ird Reich's nuclear weapons research.

Up to now, it had been commonly accepted by historians that German scientists were behind in
the race to build the atomic bomb, and that they were still far from accomplishing this when the
war came to an end. This was due to the fact that research usually concentrated on the group
around Nobel laureate Werner Heisenberg and Carl-Friedrich von Weizsaecker.

In this book, however, Rainer Karlsch explains that two research groups, from the Army Weapons
Bureau and the German Navy, had been working on a thermonuclear bomb since 1943. Decisive
impulses were received from the field of explosive chemistry (hollow charges) and aviation
research. This is how the idea arose of building a "mini-nuke", as they are known these days.
Rainer Karlsch has found strong evidence that the Nazis tested two small nuclear weapons - one
on the island of Ruegen in October 1944 and one near Ohrdruf in Thuringia in March 1945.
Although only a few grams of nuclear explosive material were ignited in the Ohrdruf test, the
effect was devastating: the ground within a 500-meter radius of the explosion point was laid
waste, and inmates in a nearby sub-unit of the Buchenwald concentration camp died
excruciatingly - between 500 and 700 people, as contemporary estimates have it.

Paulus, whose name is inseparably
linked with Stalingrad and who did not have the courage to disobey until defeat; instead of
meeting certain death on the battlefield, he capitulated and went into war captivity during which
he joined the communist National Committee. Udet, who became very famous in the First World
War as a fighter pilot, helped to build up the Luftwaffe under Goéring and served the novelist Carl
Zuckmayer as a model for the protagonist Harras in his book The Devil's General.

The portrayals of these six warriors of Hitler are instructive examples of the psychology of those
who made the Second World War possible.

When we became Nazis and Jews — a German family dra ma.

The plans to overthrow Hitler have been relatively well investigated. Unknown to a large extent,
however, are the national revolutionary groups from the milieu of the famous, and infamous,
Ehrhard Brigade, which with their own conspiratorial plans and social concepts, particularly from
1938 to 1940, attempted to influence the national conservative opposition of Ludwig Beck and
Carl Goerdeler and its planned coup d’etat. This network of former paramilitary Freikorpskampfer
(‘Free Corps soldiers’) surrounding Wilhelm Canaris and Hans Oster included the later
conservative Christian Socialist party state secretary Dr. Franz Maria Liedig, as well as SS Fuhrer
Hartmut Plaas, who was executed in connection with July 20™, 1944.

The main focus of this book is Friedrich Wilhelm Heinz, who was head of the intelligence service
of the Amt Blank (precursor of the German Federal Ministry of Defence) in post-war Germany.
Oscillating between left and right, rebellion and adventurism, accommodation and resistance,
Heinz embodies the archetype of the national revolutionary Freikorpskéampfer. His own story,
from a Prussian lieutenant in the First World War to a conspirator against Hitler, is illustrative of
the history of the national revolutionaries, including their part in the rise of the NSDAP and their
importance in the conservative resistance. As right-wing extremists in the folk-radical Freikorps,
other paramilitary units, and underground organisations, they took part in the conspiracies to kill
Walther Rathenau and were involved in the plot to assassinate Hitler. National socialists from the
very beginning, they helped lay the foundation for the rise of the NSDAP. In their struggle for the
‘true national socialism’, we find them at first in the front rows of Hitler's Putsch and then, later, in
the opposition against Hitler's leadership. Yet in their undertakings after 1938 to replace the Nazi
regime with a modern Hohenzollern monarchy, from a historical perspective they ultimately
remained hopelessly peripheral.

Rosemarie, her parents and her grandmother, Austrian Jews who have
long lived in the Netherlands, experience the German invasion. They suffer through every level of
degradation: having the J stamped in the passport, wearing the Star of David, being refused
access to public establishments and facilities, and eventually losing their home and possessions.
Rosemarie is forced to leave school and so loses track of her best friend. In 1942, she and her
family are taken and interned in the Westerbork Transit Camp. They witness the departure of
packed trains, transports heading to the East. Rosemarie instinctively senses what these people
will encounter at the end of their journey — without truly imagining its full dimension.

Quite surprisingly, the family receives South American passports. As so-called ‘exchange Jews’,
they are held in Bergen-Belsen, slated to be taken to Switzerland to be exchanged for Germans.

Before their train can bring them to freedom, Rosemarie and her family must endure the brutal
everyday life of a concentration camp run by the SS, with role calls, gruelling work, cold and
harassment. They suffer from lice and typhus. And they witness the arrival to their camp of
completely ragged, exhausted women, the survivors of a death march from camps in the East.
When they have given up all hope of being exchanged, early in 1945 a train transport takes
place, destined for Switzerland.

What profound disappointment, however, when shortly before the Swiss border, they are among
those who must leave the train because not enough Germans are available to be exchanged for
them. Instead of being in Switzerland, the family is interred in Camp Lindele in Biberach. There
they are freed by French troops.

Marietta Moskin is popular in America as the author of many books, mostly for young people, as
well as for translations from Dutch and German. For her contributions to Jewish literature, in 1976
she received the Shirley Kravitz Children’s Book Award. None of her books had ever been
translated into German — until in 2003 school children in Biberach came across this book set in
part in their home city, and translated it themselves.

For anyone who wants to understand the ideological orientation of the Nazi nation it soon
becomes clear that Alfred Rosenberg was one of the most important personalities next to Hitler.
He was born in 1893 in Reval (today Tallinn), the capital of Estonia. In 1946 he was sentenced to
death at the Nuremberg Trials and was executed. The story of Rosenberg can be seen as
represantive example of an ambitions man's career under Nazi rule: from humble beginnings as
a fascist journalist and agitator to the ideological agent of a totalitarian regime and then
Reichsminister.

Rosenberg is commonly acknowledged as the ‘Chief Ideologist’ of the NSDAP. He was the editor
of many significant Nazi periodicals. When the battle against the ‘Jewish-Bolshevist Enemy’
began with the assault on the Soviet Union in 1941, he became Reichsminister for the occupied
East. Initially the mastermind behind an ideological state, he was now a front line politician. From
the start, the war in the east was an ideological war of extermination and a Rosenberg was
necessary for its legitimation. Rosenberg was also involved in the murder of six million Jews
taking place behind the front lines.

In some respects Rosenberg was even more totalitarian than some of the other early Nazis. State
power was not enough for him: he also wanted to control the minds of the people. What is
certainly his most well known book, The Legend of the 20th Century (Der Mythos des 20.
Jahrhunderts), appeared in 1930 and provided the National Socialists with a seemingly scientific
basis for their fascist and anti-Christian ideology.

He came to war-ravaged Germany as an engineer in the British army. As an officer of the political
intelligence section he observed and accompanied the reawakening political life of the Germans
in the years 1945 and 1946. Architect Julius Posener, from a Jewish family and raised in Berlin-
Lichterfelde, was forced to leave Germany in 1935. He emigrated to Palestine, where in May
1941 he joined the British army in order to be a part of the war against national socialistic
Germany. On April 6, 1945, he crossed the Rhine at Xanten and experienced the end of the war
in bombed-out Bocholt. On December 31, 1946, he left Germany and returned to Palestine.

During his time in Germany, he was part of a fact-finding tour through the British Occupation
Zone, which took him and his colleagues to Cologne, Diisseldorf, Lennep, Milheim, Herford, and
Munster. Posener attended the public speeches of Kurt Schumacher and the sermons of
Lutheran minister Martin Nieméller; he encountered old Nazis in their new official positions, where
they had adapted quite nicely to the new situation.

In a laconic, ironically distanced style, yet one always evincing a deeply rooted love for humanity,
Posener reported on a variety of post-war themes: the modes of life in the midst of the ruins, the
dramatic food situation, the Germans’ struggle with the notion of collective guilt, the grotesque
mistakes made during the re-education and de-nazification programmes, the newly founded
political parties, the uncertainties of the German politicians, and the situation of the remaining
Jews.

Paul von Hindenburg (1847-1934), field marshal and politician, is one of the major historical
figures of twentieth-century German history. He was an important political figure at a time when
events in Germany and in Europe occurred quickly and dramatically.

Even after the German defeat in the autumn of 1918, Hindenburg continued to be part of the fate
of his nation. On November 9, he advised Kaiser Wilhelm Il to leave the country. Though still a
monarchist, he became a candidate for the office of President of the German Reich in 1925 and
was elected by a majority. The final consequential decision of his political career was the naming
of Adolf Hitler to the office of Reichs Chancellor on January 30, 1933. In August 1934, the aging
Hindenburg died.

Wolfram Pyta, an expert on Hindenburg, describes a very distinctive ruling personality and
recounts the story of a breathtaking political career that extended through three political systems:

In his autobiography, Marcel Reich-Ranicki, the embodiment of contemporary German literary
criticism, tells the story of his life as a Polish Jew in the "country and culture" of Germany and
how he fared in the process.

When he was just over nine years old, he left Vlocklavek, his place of birth in Poland, to settle in
Berlin, where, as a Jew during the rise of national socialism, he encountered the dark side of
German culture.

At the end of the Second World War Breslau, then the largest German city east of Berlin, became
Wroclaw, a city in western Poland. What politically took only a stroke of the pen proved a
dramatic change on the spot, one that still affects life in the city today.

In the course of its history, Breslau has seen many rulers, but only in 1945 did the redrawing of
state boundaries lead to a complete change of population. Germans were driven from Breslau
and replaced by Poles, many of whom had themselves been driven out of Eastern Poland, which
had fallen to the share of the Soviet Union. For most of the settlers, Breslau long remained a
foreign city, which it was widely feared would revert to the Germans again sooner or later.

In the 1950s the city destroyed around the ‘fortress’ of Breslau in the last months of the war was
still a desert of rubble. But in the diplomatic wrangling over the Oder-Neisse border, Breslau was
of such outstanding political importance that the Polish state and its society made joint efforts to
rebuild the city and make it a brilliant metropolis.

The author describes what the break of 1945 was like from the point of view of Breslau itself, the
efforts to make a German city into a Polish one, and how they were reflected in the appearance
of the city. For a long time Breslau’s German history was suppressed and all trace of it removed.
Today, however, it is perceived by the Poles of Breslau as part of their particular local identity.
Breslau is re-inventing itself once more.

It is the summer of 1944. Lena lives with her family on a farm in a Polish village. Wo years earlier
they were forced to flee from Silesia. War is in progress and her father is fighting on the frontlines.

As the
fighting approaches the village, Lena’s parents decide to send the three youngest children and
the maid to Stuttgart in South Germany, where they have relatives. Lena remains in Poland
together with her mother and two brothers.

The “Oskar Schindler” of Nanking.

During the winter of 1937/38, Japanese soldiers pillaged the former Chinese capital city of
Nanking (Nanijing), raping women and girls and killing anyone who resisted them. It is not well
known that there were people who desperately struggled to save the lives of civilians. The
foremost example is John Rabe, head of the Siemens office in Nanking and a member of the Nazi
party. Through his effort, a security zone was put in place, in which at one time 250,000 people
found refuge from the massacres.

Made known only in the 1990s in Germany, John Rabe’s journal encompasses the distressing
events in Nanking and includes many individual stories of fate movingly told. The China expert
Erwin Wickert, who met John Rabe in 1936, has written a commentary on the journal, and in an
afterword he places its author and his courageous actions in the historical context.

Adam von Trott zu Solz was the “foreign minister” amongst the conspirators behind the July Plot.
In the course of some twenty trips abroad he acted as a co-ordinator between the resistance
movement in Germany and the Allies. Although it meant certain death, he returned to Berlin from
Sweden in 1944 and was duly executed in August of the same year.

Adam von Trott zu Solz was a key figure in the resistance movement against Hitler. As foreign
policy advisor to the Kreisau Circle, he was able to bring them into direct contact with
Stauffenberg; he forged links with the allied capitals — his connections extending to the highest
levels of British and American government. Within Germany itself he tried to fashion alliances with
conservative, Christian, trade union and communist resistance groups — a fact which both
German states had difficulty dealing with subsequently, during the Cold War years. However, any
comprehensive assessment of the resistance movement would be impossible without some
knowledge of Adam von Trott — the man, his character and the stance he took.

Henric L. Wuermeling presents the first German biography of this unjustly neglected resistance
fighter, based on his research in the archives of the secret service and extensive interviews with
survivors.

Henric L. Wuermeling, born in 1941, was an editor at the Bavarian television channel from 1966 to
2000, the last ten years as head of the family, society and history programme section. His
documentaries have won several awards, including the prestigious Bayerische Fernsehpreis for
his dramatised documentary about Adam von Trott zu Solz.
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
