Whether it takes the form of an optical illusion or a decorative composition, the
painting of stone surfaces has been a recurring the me in mural art since antiquity.

The central focus of this book is on marble, across a whole spectrum of nuanced colours,
using nothing more than the painted surface to create an extraordinary range of effects. The
book introduces readers to long-established, traditional painting techniques using oil and
casein based pigments, as well as presenting a whole range of marbling techniques that can
be achieved with modern acrylic paints. In the process the reader learns how to “read” stone
structures and, by translating them pictorially, reproduce them. The imitation of granite shows
its characteristic structure and grain, whilst sandstone with its subtle stratification lends itself
particularly well to reproduction on large expanses of wall.

Ursula and Martin Benad’s fourth volume in the study-series trompe-I'ceil painting also covers
semi-precious stones such as lapis lazuli and malachite, as well as suggesting how to create
surface sub-divisions by simulating panelling, inlays, mosaics and coffering. As a final
flourish, the manual explores the world of the architectural structures commonly found in
gardens and parks - stone busts, balustrades and fountains.
